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RETHINKING THE CONCEPT OF HUMAN CAPITAL DURING WARTIME:
FUNDAMENTALS OF STATE MANAGEMENT OF ITS DEVELOPMENT

The purpose of the study is to explore the features of rethinking the concept of human capital
during wartime. Research into changes in the way we view and invest in human capital has been
proven to reveal not only economic and technological shifts, but also a deeper evolution of society
towards sustainability, inclusiveness and adaptability. Such understanding is important for
policymakers, educators, and business leaders as they develop strategies to build more sustainable,
equitable, and forward-looking societies. It has been established that the war in Ukraine
demonstrated the importance of international cooperation and mobility in the development of human
capital. As the global community responded with sanctions against Russia and support for Ukraine,
there was a significant exchange of knowledge, skills and resources that impacted human capital on
an international scale. The war in Ukraine has been shown to influence the concept of human
capital, expanding it beyond economic productivity to include resilience, adaptability and a broader
range of skills and competencies needed for national survival and recovery. It has been determined
that human capital is the totality of knowledge, skills, abilities and other human characteristics used
to produce economic goods. This includes education, experience, health and intellectual ability. In
war conditions, the concept of human capital expands, including not only traditional aspects, but
also such as the ability to quickly adapt to changes, possession of crisis management skills, the
ability to self-defense and readiness to restore post-war stability. It has been determined that during
wartime human capital is the readiness for mobilization, psychological stability and the ability to
effectively respond to emergency situations. However, the war highlighted the importance of a
variety of competencies, including crisis management, emergency response, and logistics
coordination. It should be noted that it is the investment in human capital during martial law that
emphasizes the development of specific technical skills that directly support the war effort. These
qualities become critical to maintaining national security and recovery after victory.
