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MEAT GOVERNANCE: COMPONENTS, DIRECTIONS
AND IMPACT ON THE MEAT INDUSTRY OF UKRAINE

The article explores the concept of Meat Governance (MG) as a new paradigm for managing
the meat-processing sector of the agri-food complex, integrating public, market, and societal
mechanisms of regulation over the production, circulation, and consumption of meat. It is shown
that the current global food system requires transformation in response to environmental, social, and
ethical challenges, as the meat industry remains one of the main drivers of climate change,
biodiversity loss, and growing human health risks. Critically, the analysis underscores that
traditional, purely market-based approaches are no longer sufficient to mitigate the negative
externalities generated by industrial livestock farming. The MG concept, based on the governance
paradigm, is oriented toward multi-level and cross-sectoral management combining the participation
of the state, business, academic institutions, and civil society.

The paper outlines the key components of MG — normative, network, socio-ethical,
economic, and environmental. It analyzes the arguments of MG advocates in favor of its
implementation, including ecological-sanitary, socio-psychological, and institutional-managerial
aspects. The study characterizes the policy instruments of MG, in particular behavioral, fiscal,
market, and regulatory measures, and examines the «meat consumption corridors» model as a
practical tool for implementing the MG framework. Furthermore, the article addresses potential
resistance to these measures, proposing specific communication strategies to legitimize state
intervention in private dietary choices.

It is shown that adapting the MG concept in Ukraine can ensure the harmonization of
national meat policy with the European Green Deal, support the formation of a special economic
regime for sustainable production, and provide for the establishment of a National Meat Governance
Platform under the Ministry of Agrarian Policy and Food. In the context of post-war reconstruction,
adopting these principles offers a strategic opportunity to modernize agricultural infrastructure while
strictly adhering to EU sustainability benchmarks. The article concludes that the implementation of
MG has the potential not only to reduce the ecological footprint of the meat sector but also to
enhance the competitiveness of Ukrainian meat products on the European market, contributing to
the transition toward ethical, healthy, and climate-neutral food systems. Ultimately, the study posits
that institutionalizing Meat Governance is a strategic necessity for ensuring long-term national food
security and resilience.
