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FACTORS OF (DIS)TRUST TOWARDS PUBLIC AUTHORITIES IN UKRAINE
(based on empirical research findings)

The article provides a comprehensive theoretical and empirical substantiation and conceptual
differentiation of the phenomena of trust and distrust towards representatives of public authorities in
Ukraine. Trust and distrust are conceptualized not as a binary opposition, but as analytically distinct,
autonomous socio-psychological and cognitive constructs that can coexist within individual or
collective worldviews, framing the perception of public governance in fundamentally different
ways. The authors argue that the insufficient differentiation of these concepts in contemporary
scholarship leads to significant epistemological and methodological biases in measuring citizens'
attitudes toward political actors.

Methodologically, the study adopts a mixed-method design based on the findings of a
sociological survey (N=1004, October 2024, Odesa, Ukraine) conducted via Computer-Assisted
Personal Interviewing (CAPI) and verified through comparative audio-recordings analysis.
Leveraging Natural Language Processing (NLP) instruments, specifically the Word2Vec (W2V)
shallow neural network architecture, the study analyzes a data corpus of 1,697 open-ended
vernacular responses. Through context-sensitive coding and semantic topic modeling, the paper
identifies and typologizes the core evaluative schemas used by citizens to articulate their attitudes
toward the President of Ukraine Volodymyr Zelensky and the Mayor of Odesa Hennadii Trukhanov:
perceived reliability, ethicality, competence, responsiveness (caring), and affective resonance.

The empirical data demonstrates a moderately critical balance of evaluations for the
President of Ukraine (the trust/distrust balance stands at —10% p.p.), while the perception of the
Odesa Mayor indicates high polarization with an almost equal distribution of support and rejection.
The findings reveal that the formation logics of trust and distrust are asymmetrical and do not form a
simple continuum. Trust is found to be constructed primarily on an emotional level, driven by
charisma, symbolic actions, and markers of local or national identity (e.g., the high-weight semantic
nodes "did not flee" or "one of us"). Conversely, distrust operates as a predominantly rational-
cognitive reaction triggered by unfulfilled promises, perceived corruption (“moral corruption™), and
institutional inefficiency.

The study concludes that mitigating institutional distrust requires qualitatively different
administrative interventions and communication strategies than those aimed at fostering positive
trust. The obtained results justify the imperative of implementing mixed methodological approaches
in public policy and governance research to capture the complex, multi-dimensional nature of public
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attitudes and to ensure the resilience of democratic institutions in times of protracted crises.
